Guidelines and Policies (effective Fiscal Year 2006-07)

Award Period:  Ongoing

Award Guidelines
Awards will support conference travel, up to a maximum of $500, to present research findings.  The awards are limited to one per fiscal year (July 1-June 30), per student, and do not support per diem expenses.  Awards are granted based on availability of funds, at the discretion of the Office of Research & Grants.

Award Limitations
Awards will only be made to OU-COM students with the support of an OU-COM faculty mentor or advisor.

Proposal Format
The proposal must be type-written, double-spaced, with a font size not smaller than 12 pt.  Margins on each page should measure one inch on all sides.  

One paper copy of the proposal must be submitted to Jessica Wingett (234 Grosvenor Hall) a minimum of one month prior to proposed travel departure date.

Proposals should include:

1. Cover Page
Prepare a cover page (below).  Signatures should be obtained by the applicant and OU-COM faculty mentor or advisor and are required on the original copy.  The cover page must be the first page of the proposal. 

2. Abstract
Prepare an abstract which, on not more than one double-spaced typewritten page, concisely summarizes the proposed project including the role of the OU-COM faculty mentor or advisor.  To accommodate the varied backgrounds of those reading the proposal, the abstract should be written in language understandable by an informed layperson.  Avoid the use of discipline-based jargon.

3. Budget
A cost breakdown for conference travel must be included.  Applicants are required to follow Ohio University policy 41.121 regarding travel and to consult the VP for Finance web site for allowable lodging costs and mileage reimbursement rates.



4. Acceptance Notification
A confirmation of your poster presentation from the conference/convention where you will be presenting.

Please note:  The proposal is to be written by the student with the review and approval of the OU-COM faculty mentor or advisor (as signified by the signature on the cover page of the proposal).
