2. Meet with the OU-COM CME representative prior to program to review  conference arrangements and provide additional information as requested;

3. List the OU-COM as a cosponsor in marketing and promotional materials.  Conference announcement must be reviewed and approved by the OU-COM CME office prior to printing;

 4. Conform to all AOA CME Quality Standards as outlined in the 1998-2000 AOA

     Continuing Medical Education Guide;

If funding is sought from commercial companies, the guidelines for commercial support of   


CME as outlined by the American Osteopathic Association must be strictly followed. The 

original written agreement for commercial support must be submitted to OU-COM with the general CME conference information ahead of the program.  The written agreement must be signed by three parties:  (1) the pharmaceutical company representative, (2) the OU-COM CME representative, and the (3) the joint sponsoring organization representative.;

6. Disclosure statements must be obtained from each speaker and a copy filed with the OU-   

COM CME office.  Appropriate disclosure (written or verbal) must be made to conference   attendees;

A daily sign-in on attendance roster must be obtained at the CME activity.  The original sign-in sheet must remain in the OU-COM CME office following the conference;

OU-COM must receive a copy of the participant evaluations or a summary of the participant evaluations;

9. Payment of honoraria and conference expenses must be determined in writing ahead of the  conference.  The College will not accept any financial loss incurred in the marketing and/or implementation of the conference;
