Well-Child/Well Families Program

The WelChild/Well Families Program is funded through the Ghis A f RNBy Qa ¢ NXza {
the Athens County Family and Children First Council. This program focuses on families with
children under 6 years of age to prevent child abuse risk factors. Factors include undiagnosed
mental health disorders in children aparents, ineffective parenting skills and parents with a
history of abuse as children. Childhood development, parenting issues and learning disabilities
education is included in every family intake appointment. This program also helps the family
with appropriate mental health referrals and provides funds for mental health care for families
who otherwise would not obtain services.

During the grant period, a total of 46 families were assessed for child abuse risk factors.
Intervention and education semés were provided to parents and children with identified risk
factors (professional services, parenting education, etc.). In collaboration with the CFHS Well
Child Program, enabling services was also provided for each family. 42 units of professional
savices, such as counseling and medical/behavioral heatisprovided through the OCTF

grant for families with identified risk factors that were uninsured or under insured. 15 child
care providers received training in three areas of child abuse preventiballenging behavior,
fetal alcohol and shaken baby syndrome, in collaboration with Healthy Child Care Ohio.

Hedthy Child Care Ohio (HCCO)

The Ohio Child Care Resource and Referral Association (OCCRRA) contracts registered nurses
through OUCOM Community Health Programs to provide education and consultation on the
health and safety of children in out of home chilsre in 18 counties in Southeastern Ohio.
Through this program, 2,019 hours of service was provided to child care providers, early




childhood educatioragencies, parents and children. Also, a total of 285 direct nursing consults
were provided. 81 trainirgwere attended by 714 providers, as well as 35 parents in 17
counties. A total of 3,450 combined contacts of children, providers and parents benefited from
Healthy Child Care Ohio. 730 children were screened for vision and 114 required further
assessmetn while 686 children were screened for hearing and téquired further

assessment. Approximately $72, 684 in services were provided.



The CHP Perinatal Initiative: A Unique Form of Prenatal Care

Located in Athens, Ohio, our program provides periredacation, support services, and nur

case management to higkk pregnant women at the 200% and below poverty level who are

underinsured or uni nsur ed. Launched in 2000

Community Health Program (CHP), we focuspragnant Appalachian women experiencing

poverty, addiction, mental disorders, preterm labor or preterm birth histories, lack of support
systems, and inadequate housing that have potentiallytéonmg negative consequences on their

unborn babies. Preterbirth rates in Athens County have dropped below state and nationa

levels, early obstetricians care has improved, and cewiaty collaborations have been
implemented and/or strengthened.

The staff consists of one pditne registered nurse who has atwasount of experience in
pediatrics and prenatal care. This program is funded from a variety of sources including
foundations, grants, and state government. Annual expenditures in 2006 were $34,912 a
2007 were $36,223.

This year 130 women weiseen during 283 visits.
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Accordingto a 2006 report compiled by Athens County Jobs and Family Services, Athens CoL
has the highest poverty rate and the sixth highest uninsured rates in the State of Ohio. And, t
majority of women living in poverthave little access to health care or little disposable income t
spend on such care. The CHP prenatal program represents-disuifiinary approach to perinatal
care, directly impacting the lives of the pregnant women and their unborn children, as thelr
immediate family and members of the community.

Through the programébés coll aboration with |
and social services providers, the CHP perinatal education initiative provides education, supp
services, and nurse case management to foster and promote the delivery of healthy babies to
economically disadvantaged population. The importance of early and continued prenatal care
reinforced by Holzer, Schanzenback, Duncan, and Ludwig (2007 gstimoated that 15 percent of
4 million children are born into poverty annually, raising the direct expenditures on health care
approxi mately $22 billion per year. They |1
of lifetime health beipning at birth) is about $149 billion per year. Through early prenatal care
the prevention of preterm births, we are positively impacting thédifg health of these unborn
babies and helping to decrease the lost health capital that can resydtdétermrelated medical
issues.

All our clients are educated about pregnancy, delivery;pastim issues, and baby care. In
addition, they are given assistance in applying for the Ohio Medicaid Insurance Program, mac
aware of the Child and Family H&alServices WellChild Program, and they also receive
information about other community agencies such as Women, Infants and Children (WIC), sir
cessation programs, Help Me Grow, domestic violence shelters, and mental health and couns
programs.

creatively unique because of the collaborative partnership formed with the River Rose obstetr
and gynecology practice and social service entities in Athens Coeotyexample, during the peak
flow perinatal clinic days, three community agencies (the CHP, the Athens County Departmer

how the collaborative partnership is innovatively and creatively solving the problems of this
disadvantaged community:

In addition to providing pregnanaglated information to atisk women, the grinatal educator
also offers smoking cessation tips and information about healthy lifestyle habits including prope
nutrition and exercise. She helps keep patients aware of when they should seek care, coording
a tracking and reminder system of schedyderinatal appointments, and often arranges
transportation services for those who have no way to get to their appointments. When
encountering teenage pregnancy, the educator often refers the young women to their high sch
counselors who are involved ihe GRADS (Graduation, Reality and Duale Skills) program.

This program works with the teenagers to help them stay in high school and graduate so that tl
can find gainful employment to support themselves and their child. In addition, the educator
facilitates quarterly community meetings to discuss the needs, issues, and new data with local
health and social care providers.

We believe that the concepts and inception of this program is easily replicable in any size venu
if the stakeholders are willin pool their time, staff, and resources in a spirit of collegiality and
community. To borrow from Hillary Clintono
provide convenient and thoughtful medical and social services to a population who has very
little.

PROCESS MAPPING: Due to the increased economic hardships our patients are facing daily,
we are beginning to encounter severe issues with social and emotional stressors that frequentl
lead to unhealthy pregnancies and preterm birth. Asaproacti measur e t o i nst
needs are being addressed physically, emotionally, and materially, our program will be
implementing and developing a process to identify, screen, and refer those at risk to the
appropriate agencies. A process map outjnims initiative is attached as a separate document
due to formatting needs and space.
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Outcomes

As indicated by the following graph, the percentage of women seeking and receiving healthcar:

their first trimester of pregnancy (early prenatal ascasOhio remained statistically unchanged
between 2002005 (averaging 87.57%) before decreasing dramatically in 2006 to 72.7% (figu
not yet available for 2007). For Athens County, there was a statistical impact exhibited as ent

care in thdirst trimester rose from 85% in 2003 to 88.9% in 2005, which is above the state aver

for that year. And, although there was also a decrease in the rate in 2006, Athens County stil
exhibited a significant rate of first trimester care as comparec tovrall state average (80.7%
compared to state average of 72.7%). We are confident that the services offered through our
collaborative efforts were instrumental in helping the Athens County rates exceed those repo
the State of Ohio.

Prenatal Care: First Trimester Enti
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As the folowing graph indicates, we have made great progress in decreasing the numbeeron
births in Athens County and are, in fact, below the state average. The preterm birth rate in At
County has decreased to an average of 11.9% {2006) in comparisn to the Ohio preterm birth
rate of 12.2 (same years). If the preterm birth rate in Athens County decreased by 1% and th
600 births at the local hospital last year, this means that steprebirths were preventedf each

pre-term birth represnts approximately $200,000 in health care services, this would mean a d
of $1,200,000 in healthcare services needed and an improved life expectancy for six children
Athens County (figures based on information obtained from River Rose).

It began
in 1999 with a @nning grant and is currently entering its tenth year of operation. The
program was the only one of twengeven Ohio programs to receive new federal funding in
the three year grant cycle beginning in 20@BomCorps is the only program in the Ohio
portfolio to ever receive a peer review score of 100%.

During the 20062007 program yeathe program measured the following outcomes in
the five areas of measured performance:

. Health screeningncounters providind.5,214individual screenings for screening
lice, vision, hearing, gross motor skills amriunization compliance were
provided.

The Healthy Adult Breast Screening Program (HAP)

The Healthy Adult Breast Screening Program provides services on a fully equipped mobile unit
that travels throughout Soteastern Ohio. Clinical services are provided primarily by a nurse
practitioner in collaboration with physicians from the College of Medicine. A registered nurse
and an assistant coordinator, who is a breast cancer survivor, assist with this successful
program. AmeriCorps membealso support the prograrmon an as needed basis. The program
provides breast health education, breast cancer screening, referral and fafpowl he program
works in collaboration with the local health departments, health cavjlers, the breast and
cervical cancer project, local hospitals and other agencies to reach the population in need. The
goal is to provide services to uninsured, underinsured, and underserved women in
Southeastern Ohio.

The Healthy Adult Breast ScreegiProgram strives to:

1) Provide education, screening and referral services to a minimum of 325 uninsured
and underserved women over a one year period.
